	Methodology
	•Lecture, discussion and work in small groups on “freshwater ecosystems”
•Field work at the border of a river using the materials, methods developed by “Free your River” a previous Socrates/Minerva project. Also getting insight into science working methods and science teaching methods.
•Working with the IT-tools of “Free your River” – starting an own “book of the river”
•Examples of cross-curricular teaching and discussion with experienced teachers.
